Sounds Get Things Shaking

Sounds are a form of energy. Vibrations, or back and forth movements are the sources
of all sounds. Think about the music made by a saxophone during a concert. The sounds are
produced as the musician blows air into the mouthpiece of the saxophone. The mouthpiece
has a reed that causes the particles that make up the air around the reed to vibrate, or move
back and forth. The keys are pressed to make the air moving through the saxophone vibrate
faster or slower to produce high and low sounds. Then the air carries these sound waves to
your ear.

Inside your ear, the vibrations continue on their journey. When the vibrating air moves
inside your ear, it causes your eardrum to vibrate. The eardrum sends the vibrations to small
bones and a fluid inside your ear. These vibrations are sensed by nerves and carried to your
brain.
